A separate cost proposal must be submitted with your proposal for each subcontract exceeding $500,000 regardless of subcontract tier, with supporting cost/price data conforming to the data required from the prime offeror.

The pricing format as set forth in this RFP is for

evaluation purposes.  The cost/price for any resultant contract will be negotiated on the basis of the successful offeror's normal estimating and/or accounting system or the system set forth in Cost Accounting Standards Board Disclosure Statement as required by Public Law 91-379.  If the offeror's estimating and/or accounting practice differs from the requested proposal format, the costs should be computed in accordance with the RFP format for the exhibits and schedules and the costs should be computed in accordance with your normal system.  A reconciliation and explanation for differences in individual elements of cost between exhibits and schedules and the Table 15-2 must be furnished.

Additional Cost/Price Proposal Information Requested

Subcontracts.  In addition to the subcontract list required by the material schedule in support of the proposal, the following information is required for planned subcontracts of $25,000 or more:


(a)
A brief description of the work to be subcontracted.


(b)
The number of quotes solicited and received.


(c)
The cost or price analysis accomplished.


(d)
Names and addresses of the subcontractors tentative 

selected and basis, i.e., low bidder, delivery schedule, technical competence, etc.


(e)
Your rating of the subcontractor's competence (fair,

good, excellent).


(f)
Type of contract and estimated cost and fee or profit.


(g)
Affiliation with prime Contractor, if any.


(h)
Whether or not subcontractor is a small or small

disadvantaged business concern.


(i)
The extent of subcontract supervision required.


Consultants.  If your proposed program contemplates the use of consultants, the following information, as a minimum, should be included as a part of the business management proposal:


(a)
Resume - including education, experience and technical 

publications.


(b)
Unique capability possessed by the individual(s) 

which make their use on this program necessary and advantageous.


(c)
Estimated hours and rate(s).


Major Subcontracts (includes intercompany transfers).  For each subcontract estimated to exceed $500,000, cost information must be furnished in the same format and level of detail required for the prime Contractor unless the exemptions of FAR 15.403-1 apply.


Resumed Personnel Changes.  If, after submission of the initial proposal, the offeror changes the resumed personnel in the technical proposal, the cost/price proposal must be similarly revised.


Costs Associated with Plan Implementation.  If this RFP requires the offeror to agree to submit certain plans, the costs associated with the implementation of such plans must be included in the cost/price proposal and must be separately identified.  Examples of such plans which may be required if indicated elsewhere in this RFP are New Technology Plan, Reliability and Quality Assurance Plan, Small and Small Disadvantaged Business Subcontracting Plan, Safety and Health Plan, and Affirmative Action Plan.


Direct Labor Hours.  This RFP requires direct labor to be estimated on the basis of productive years of effort.  A productive year of effort is to be the estimated number of hours on the job. Vacations, holidays, sick leave, and any other paid absences that are normally cited as direct labor are to be separately identified and priced and/or included in indirect cost.


Facilities.  The offeror shall provide the following information for proposed facilities:


(a)
The capacity at which company-owned research, test, 

and production equipment and facilities required to perform the work are currently working;


(b)
The extent to which they could handle the additional 

workload imposed by this project;


(c)
The cost of any additional facilities (as defined at 

(FAR) 48 CFR 45.301) required to perform the work and how the costs are to be charged, with information as to whether the facilities will be contractor-furnished or Government-furnished and, if contractor-furnished, the alternatives considered (e.g., short-term lease, long-term lease with option to transfer the lease to a third party, purchase), including the long and short term benefits of each alternative, a description of any unique requirements or arrangements involved with each alternative, as well as the reasons for the alternative selected, a copy of the proposed lease or purchase agreement, identification of all costs included in the lease and ownership alternatives considered; and


(d)
The value of existing Government facilities available 

to the offeror and required for use on the project, showing the Government agencies and facilities contracts involved.  (See also provision 1852.245-79 in Section K.)

Volume II, Part 2: Past Performance
The offeror shall provide a list of the last ten R&D study

contracts completed in excess of $100,000.  For each of these

contracts, the offeror shall provide a brief description of the contract scope plus contract number, procuring agency, contracting agency's technical monitor, and Contracting Officer.

For each cost-type contract, specify amounts of cost growth and

rationale therefor.  (Cost growth includes cost overrun and/or directed Contract Changes.) Also specify amounts of cost overruns experienced.

For each contract, give record of contract completion as against completion date anticipated at time of entering into contract, giving explanations for completion dates, and percentage of award/incentive fee earned.

Identify and explain any terminations for default or Government

convenience.
